Boardwork Models
Uses:

· Assist student in organizing work

· Facilitate understanding of process in mathematical problems

· Promotes problem solving strategies

· Asks student to reflect on connections and prior knowledge

· Help to “chunk” different approaches to problems

· Check for understanding
Definition:
The Boardwork Model is from University of Missouri, Kansas City, program Supplemental Instruction.   It is a method of organizing board work in order to facilitate an understanding of problem solving strategies as a process.  Four types of information are required for each problem students are asked to complete.

1) Prerequisite knowledge

2) Mathematical steps

3) Narrative of the mathematical steps

4) Identification, solution, or construction of a similar problem

OR

5) A statement indicating where the student is still struggling and what needs continued attention.
